DECISION

[1] On 17 January 2013, the Minister administering the State Service Act 2000, (MASSA), and the Australian Education Union, Tasmanian Branch, (AEU), lodged with the Registrar, pursuant to Section 55(2) of the Industrial Relations Act 1984, the Teaching Service (Tasmanian Public Service) Principals Agreement 2013.
[2] At the hearing on 18 January 2013 Mr M Watson appeared for the Minister Administering the State Service Act 2000 with Ms D Crespan and Mr C Lane appeared for the Australian Education Union, Tasmanian Branch.
[3] Mr Watson articulated the changes that had been made to the classification methodology and the intent of the parties for the new methodology to remain in place for a minimum of five years.  He was able to confirm that after more than two years negotiation the agreement provided was no disadvantage to employees with current acting or substantive appointments as principals.

[4] Mr Watson confirmed there was a no extra claims clause in the agreement which contained an exclusion relating to Clause IV-3 “Special Allowances” of the relevant Award.

[5] Mr Lane concurred with the submissions of the applicant and submitted that this agreement would enable a better allocation of resources for those schools most in need and that this was very much in the public interest.

[6] I am satisfied that the agreement is consistent with the public interest requirements of the Act, and does not disadvantage the employees concerned.
[7] Pursuant to s55(4), the Agreement is approved from 1 January 2013 and shall remain in force until 31 December 2015.
[8]  The file will now be referred to the Registrar for registration in accordance with the requirements of Section 56(1) of the Act.
