Industrial agreement – clause 14 – schedule 3 - market allowance - variation approved – operative date 27 November 2015 - forwarded to Registrar for registration

DECISION
[1] On 26 November 2015, the Tasmanian Salaried Medical Practitioners Society (TSMPS), the Australian Medical Association, Tasmania Ltd. (AMA) and the Minister administering the State Service Act 2000 (MASSA), lodged with the Registrar, pursuant to s 59(1) of the Industrial Relations Act 1984 (the Act), an application to vary the Salaried Medical Practitioners Interim Agreement 2015. 
[2] The variation seeks to vary the wording of Clause 14 and Schedule 3 - Market Allowance. 

[3] At the hearing in Hobart on 27 November 2015, Mr Geoff O’Kearney appeared for TSMPS, Mr Tim Greenaway appeared for AMA and Mr M Double appeared with Mr T Kleyn and Mr J Di Falco for MASSA. 
[4] The parties explained that the purpose of the variation was to extend the Market Allowance clause to certain medical practitioners appointed to undertake duties as a Medical Officer in Addiction Medicine in Alcohol and Drug Services.
[5] I am satisfied that the agreement is consistent with the public interest requirements of the Act and does not disadvantage the employees concerned.

[6] Pursuant to s55(4) the agreement is approved with an operative date of 27 November 2015. The file will now be referred to the Registrar for registration in accordance with the requirements of s56(1) of the Act. The order reflecting this variation is attached.
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
