Industrial agreement – application to become a party to an industrial agreement – received commission’s consent – operative 6 January 2015
  
DECISION

Issued on Transcript

[1] On 20 January 2015, the Health Services Union, Tasmanian Branch (HSU) lodged with the Registrar, pursuant to section 57 of the Industrial Relations Act 1984, an application to become a party to the industrial agreement known as the Nursing and Midwives (Tasmanian State Service) Agreement 2014 (the Agreement).

[2] At a hearing on 24 December 2014 before the President of this Commission, the HSU, together with the Minister administering the State Service Act 2000 (MASSA) and the Australian Nursing and Midwifery Federation (Tasmanian Branch) (ANMF) appeared seeking the approval of the Agreement.  I note the decision dated 24 December 2014 and issued by President Abey in Australian Nursing and Midwifery Federation (Tasmanian Branch) and Minister administering the State Service Act 2000, T14277 of 2014, provided at paragraph [5]:

“Mr Eddington said that the HSU supported the agreement and was in the process of seeking membership endorsement.  When this is completed in early January 2015, it is anticipated that the HSU would make application to be made a party to the agreement.  Both Ms Thomas and Mr Ogle indicated that this course would not be opposed.”

[3] As the HSU have now completed the canvassing of its membership and the Agreement has been endorsed by that membership - the union is now seeking to become a party to the Agreement.
[4] There being no objection by any of the existing parties to the Agreement, the Commission consents to the application.

[5] Accordingly, the HSU will be a named party to the Nursing and Midwifery (Tasmanian State Service) Agreement 2014 effective from 6 January 2015, the date which reflects the endorsement of the HSU membership.
