DECISION

[1] On 3 September 2014 the Communications, Electrical, Electronic, Energy, Information, Postal, Plumbing and Allied Services Union of Australia (the applicant) lodged an application under s23(1) seeking to vary the Tasmanian State Service Award (the award).
[2] The application seeks the inclusion of two new allowances, namely ‘Electricians License Allowance’ and ‘Nominee Allowance’ in Part IV Clause 11 of the Award.
[3] The application was the subject of a number of conferences and formal hearings culminating in an agreement to finalise the matter through written submissions. 
[4] At a conference on 13 March 2015 the parties indicated that agreement had been reached in respect of the ‘Nominee Allowance’ and asked that the award be varied in accordance with the draft order.
[5] I am satisfied that the application is consistent with the public interest requirements of the Act. The application is granted and the award varied operative from the beginning of the first pay period to commence on or after 13 March 2015.

[6] Proceedings in relation to ‘Electricians License Allowance’ are continuing.
